York Region is working with our local municipalities to better connect local pedestrian and cycling systems 
into one regional-scale network.  The Region wants to improve connections to transit nodes and encourage 
people to combine walking and cycling with using public transit. 
 
The study team has assembled information from a number of sources using route selection criteria 
developed in the first phase of the study, and has prepared a preliminary candidate route map to guide the 
field investigation of potential routes in October and November. 
 
A Technical Advisory Committee, comprised of Regional staff and staff from the local municipalities, district 
school boards and conservation authorities, has been established and will provide input at key points 
throughout the study.
